Musical Animals 
· This game is great for practicing the different animals you are teaching at home or in the classroom. 
What you will need  
· Pictures of animals you have taught to the children (you want between 5 to 10 animals depending on how many children will be participating in the game)
· You will need to make a circle so if you would like you can use tape or yarn to mark the path the students will have to walk. 
Instructions 
Make a circle on the ground with your tape or yarn. Place the pictures of the animals in the center of the circle placed about an inch apart lining the perimeter of the circle. Next, have the children choose an animal and tell them to go stand in front of the animal. (This will help you form the circle) once everyone is in place you can explain the rules of the game.
Rules 
· The rules of the game are similar to musical chairs
1. Play a song and have the children walk around the circle.
2. When the music stops the children have to freeze in front of one of the animals
3. One at a time ask each child what sound their animal makes.
4. If they get it right, they stay in the circle but if they get it wrong, they are out.
· You don’t have to get any children out if you like and you can just have the kids go around the circle and learn about the different sounds the animals make.
· If the students are working on spelling this game is good for that as well. Instead of asking the student what sound the animal makes you can ask what letter the animal's name starts with or if they are more advanced you can ask them how to spell the animal's name.
